Robert Xavier Rodriguez has served as
Composer-in-Residence with the Dallas
Symphony Orchestra, and his music is
published exclusively by G. Schirmer, with
46 of his works released on CDs. Rodriguez's
new PSO commission Tlaloc is a celebration
of the ancient Aztec god of rain, thunder, and
fertility, and it features multiple percussion
instruments and dramatic echoes of
pre-Hispanic Mexico. His music has been

Washington Post), "richly lyrical” (Musical
America), and “glowing with a physical
animation and delicate balance of moods that
combine seductively with his all-encompassing
sense of humor"” (Los Angeles Times).
